"Whither shall we go up? our brethren have discouraged our
heart, saying, The people is greater and taller than we; the cities
are great and walled up to heaven; and moreover we have seen the
sons of the Anakims there. Then | said unto you, Dread not, neither
be afraid of them. The LORD your God which goeth before you, he
shall fight for you, according to all that he did for you in Egypt
before your eyes;" Deuteronomy 1:28-30

The Anakims were giants much like Goliath. Men feared them
because of their stature. These days we look around us and it
seems that we as believers are surrounded by giants of every kind.
The problem with giants is; they are visible and God is not. There
are many times. I’'m sure, that we are guarded by unseen angel
hosts with chariots of fire, much like the prophet Elisha when
surrounded by enemy hoards.
